To my Parkgate Family, 

 

Let me give you an update on the V2 Campaign we launched in September 2009.  

At that time we asked the question, òWould you be willing to be open to Godõs will 

for your life?ó  If we can all answer a complete òYesó to that question, I believe 

there is no limit to the things that God will do in our lives ð big and small, public 

and private, personal and corporate.  Indeed, I am thrilled every time I see 

someone take the teachings of Jesus seriously enough to say òYesó to a question like that. 

 

Since September we have stretched our wings on some new missional ventures together.  Here are 

just a few: 

 

Some new ministry teams were launched.  We now have a food pantry to address the needs of the 

poor.  A support team came together to better minister to Childrenõs Center employees and the 

families we serve.  We have gotten even more engaged in Habitat for Humanity and Star of 

Hope.  Still more teams are in the process of development. 

 

We shortened our worship service, joined together on the Sunday before Thanksgiving and served 

our community on Be the Church Sunday.  Missionaries and soldiers received packages and 

messages of love.  The elderly in two nursing homes received a small gift and a touch of Godõs 

grace.  Cold water and words of blessing were shared with people in different parks in the 

area. 

 

We took seriously the call of Christ during the Advent season and shared some of the abundance of 

our resources with those in need.  Needy families had gifts provided for them.  Our food pantry 

was stocked.  The needs of some desperately poor people in the world were addressed and our 

giving to the Christ Birthday Offering was strong. 

 

Our church quickly responded to the crisis in Haiti by sending $2,200 dollars along with our sister 

churches in TX that, combined, is well over $15,000.  This money will soon be sent to our 

national church, which has already raised over $250,000, and distributed through our longtime 

missionaries there and Haitian church leaders.  The Church of God has over 32,000 people in 

Haiti in over 250 churches.  The monies will be used to aid these churches and their ministries. 

 

These are some of the examples of our V2 Campaign and there are definitely more to come.  

Additionally, another potentially huge ministry opportunity has come to us only recently that I hope to 

be able to share with the church in a few weeks.  However, the next, most exciting corporate missional 

effort for our whole church will engage in is Pasadena Faith in Action.  On Saturday March 27th we will 

partner with over 15 other churches in our city to serve the poor and needy in a one day blitz to 

improve homes, clean up parks and transform the look of yards and neighborhoods throughout 

Pasadena.  The stated purpose of this movement is òto serve our community in the Spirit of Jesus 

Christ, to share the love of Jesus with those we serve and to unite Christians in our community as one 

body of Christ Jesus.ó  This effort fits in perfectly with the core values of our church and the mission 

God has given us all together and I am thrilled to be in leadership in this effort.

three questions: 

 

What does our church do missionally? 

Why do we do what we do? 

Where am I personally engaged in our churches mission?

The next day, I was sitting in the play 

area of McDonalds when a little four year old girl came in with a walker.  It was sad to see such a pre-

cious little girl, with her legs in braces, using a walker because she couldnõt walk by herself.  But in 

she came, full of life and energy.  She was determined to go in the play area!  Her mother, lifted her up 

the first step, but she couldnõt move her legs to make the second step.  So she crawled on her belly 

and got stuck at the third step.  At this point she was out of the reach of her mum but unable to move 

forward, but she kept trying.  My heart broke as I watched this scene.  So much determination, so 

much passion, so much innocence mixed with the harsh, cold reality that life is not fair.   

Then I heard the still small voice of God whispering, òGo offer to help heró.  So I walked over, 

and told the mum I would be happy to help her little girl through the play area.  She looked at me like I 

was a little off, until I explained that I had two small boys running around in there as well.  She grate-

fully accepted.  So I climbed in, bent down, and introduced myself to this precious little girl.   I asked 

her how old she was, what her name was (Madeline), and told her what a beautiful name she had.  She 

wasnõt very comfortable going in with me, so I helped her back out.  She was much more willing to 

chat with my four year old Michael.  I think whatever God was doing in my heart, He was also doing in 

Michael's, because he wouldnõt leave her side and kept talking a million words a minute (not that 

strange for him).  After helping her down and listening to Michael chat with her for a while, I sat 

down.  A few minutes later that little girl that God created left with her mum.  

 But what was interesting was that there was an overflow of joy that flooded my heart.  Itõs a 

little hard to describe, but it didnõt come from the outside but from within.  I canõt say there have been 

too many times in my life where I have experienced such tremendous joy.  And the amazing thing is, I 

didnõt really do anything.  I saw an opportunity to helpéand so I offered to.  And though I didnõt actu-

ally get to help her though the play area, I think I felt the heavens smile, I think I felt the pleasure and 

love of God for that little girléand for me.
